11May you 
be made strong with all the strength that comes from his glorious power, and may you be prepared to endure 
everything with patience, while joyfully 12giving thanks to the Father, who has enabled you to share in the 
inheritance of the saints in the light. 13He has rescued us from the power of darkness and transferred us into 
the kingdom of his beloved Son, 14in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.

35The next day he took out two denarii, gave them 
to the innkeeper, and said, ‘Take care of him; and when I come back, I will repay you whatever more you 
spend.’ 36Which of these three, do you think, was a neighbor to the man who fell into the hands of the robbers?” 
37He said, “The one who showed him mercy.” Jesus said to him, “Go and do likewise.”
